Title II Formula Grant Program

Proposal Deadline: July 29, 2011
Program requirements are absolute and cannot be waived.

I.
Introduction and Purpose of Grant
The Indiana Criminal Justice Institute is soliciting proposals for funding through the Title II Formula Grant Program to assist state and units of local government in delinquency prevention in the juvenile justice system.  The Office of Juvenile Justice and Delinquency Prevention (OJJDP), one of five program bureaus in the Office of Justice Programs (OJP), U.S. Department of Justice, administers the Title II Formula Grant Program. As envisioned by Congress, the goal of the Title II Formula Grant program is to improve juvenile justice systems by increasing the availability and types of prevention and intervention programs and juvenile justice system improvements.  The Title II Formula Grant program requires each state to develop a Three Year Plan that addresses the four core requirements as well as other juvenile issues in the state. In Indiana’s Three Year Plan for 2009-2011, the JJSAG identified the following purpose areas that will be given priority funding consideration to ensure the state remains in full compliance with the Juvenile Justice and Delinquency Prevention Act of 2002.  

Due to the limited funds available for the FY 2011 funding cycle, ICJI will give priority consideration to applications that fall under one of the following purpose areas AND that have the greatest statewide impact:
1. Alternatives to Detention

2. Mental Health Services

3. DMC

4. Re-Entry

5. Delinquency Prevention
The Program Goals listed below and in the Grant Proposal Guidebook provide additional details the types of programs that will be considered.  
PLEASE NOTE:  

· It is unlikely that new programs will receive funding, unless they provide a compelling case, request a modest amount of funding, and intend to use evidence-based practices.

· If a continuation program is applying for second or third year funding, the application MUST include details about the accomplishments, progress and the impact your program has established to date AND no requests for increased funding will be considered. 
· Due to funding limitations, programs that have received funding for 4 or more years are not likely to not receive continuation funding.
· Priority consideration will be given to programs that fall under one of the listed priority areas AND to programs that will have the greatest statewide impact. The Indiana Criminal Justice Institute will fund evidenced based programs and services that are data-driven and outcomes-based. As a standard condition to funding, every program must demonstrate that the program’s design is supported by credible research; the program as implemented will constitute best practices in the field, that data is available to benchmark the program’s desired outcomes and that an evaluation and assessment component is part of the program design.
**Note***  The Office of Juvenile Justice and Delinquency Prevention (OJJDP) has determined that tours of adult jails and correctional facilities, which are components of many “Scared Straight” type programs, are violations of the Jail Removal mandate of the JJDP Act, even if participation is a voluntary diversion from court involvement.  No program which conducts, supports, or otherwise participates in the practice of taking juveniles on tours of secure adult correctional facilities, or tactics such as those used in “scared straight” type programs regardless of the source of funding for the activity, will be funded by the Indiana Criminal Justice Institute. Applicants should NOT include such a component in any program.
Applicants must select only one purpose area per application and all applications must fall under one (1) of the following Purpose Areas:  
1) Purpose Area(s):  Alternatives to Detention, Court Services, and Probation.  
Program Goal for Alternatives to Detention, Court Services and Probation:  To improve alternatives to secure detention and court processing by expanding the Juvenile Detention Alternatives Initiative (JDAI) statewide.

***ONLY counties who have been officially recognized as a JDAI site may apply for funding. 

2) Purpose Area:  DMC
Program Goal for DMC: To address Disproportionate Minority Contact (DMC).  Please note that any applicant wishing to apply for funding under this purpose area should first consult with the statewide DMC Coordinator, to ensure the plans for the project are in line with the state’s plan for addressing DMC.
3) Purpose Area:  Mental Health Services
Program Goal for Mental Health Services:  To promote and support the development of comprehensive and coordinated mental health services for at-risk and delinquent youth.

4) Purpose Area:   Aftercare/Re-Entry 
Program Goal for Aftercare/Re-Entry:  To ensure all youth returning home from residential and correctional placements have access to comprehensive, evidence-based transitional support services.  

Projects under this Purpose Area MUST be consistent with the Intensive Aftercare Program (IAP) Model in order to be considered for funding.  

5) Purpose Area:  Delinquency Prevention
Program Goal Delinquency Prevention:  To address delinquency prevention across the State of Indiana by reducing the recidivism rate.

II.
Eligibility

State agencies, units of local government, and units of tribal governments are eligible to apply for Title II Formula Grant funds.  A local unit of government is defined as a city, county, town, or township. A city or county must be a legal applicant and recipient on behalf of city and county departments.

Please remember that this is a competitive process. Neither the invitation to submit a full application nor the use of ICJI staff for technical assistance implies that an applicant will receive a grant award. Continuation funding is not guaranteed from year to year. All awards are contingent upon availability of funds.

III.
Late Applications
Applications that are received past the due date will NOT be considered for funding.   

IV.
Funding

The award period for projects will be October 1, 2011 – September 30, 2012. Funds will be made available to local units of government and state agencies to improve juvenile justice systems by increasing the availability of prevention and intervention programs. Initial funding shall be for a period of not more than twelve (12) months and programs must conclude no later than September 30, 2012. Any costs that are incurred either before the start of the project period or after the expiration of the project period are not allowable. Funding obligations must be made prior to September 30, 2012 and all outstanding expenses must be paid along with the final financial report filed with ICJI within no more than 30 days from September 30, 2012. Continuation funding is contingent upon satisfactory performance and the availability of funds.

V.
Ineligible Project Costs & Activities

1. Calculating and reimbursement for mileage, per diem, and lodging cannot exceed state rates.  Check with the Indiana Department of Administration at http://www.in.gov/idoa/files/travel_policy.pdf. 

2. Daily subsistence within the targeted service area (daily subsistence can only be requested if travel occurs outside the targeted service area and in accordance with such rules established by the Indiana Department of Administration.

3. First Class travel.

      4.    Funds received CANNOT be used to replace or supplant any funds (federal, state or local funds) that are currently being used to support existing programs for juveniles, projects, resources, or personnel.
VI. 
Application Requirements

All funded applicants from the Indiana Criminal Justice Institute must agree to:

1. Enter into a Memorandum of Understanding between the Indiana Criminal Justice Institute and the applicant agency and agree to abide by all provisions of the Memorandum of Understanding.

2. Enter into agreement to abide by all Special Conditions detailed in the Indiana Criminal Justice Institute Certified Assurances and Special Conditions.

3. Submit performance data, performance reports, and financial reports in the prescribed format and time frames as determined by the Indiana Criminal Justice Institute.
Failure to submit the required reports by the stated due date will result in reimbursement of grant funds being withheld until the report(s) is received.

VII.
Special Requirements

1. Special Requirements will be stated in the Certified Assurances and Special Conditions and Memorandum of Agreement.  

2. Specific performance measures will be required according to individual program objectives.

3. Any grantee wishing to apply for Title II Formula Grant funding must participate in one (1) mandatory conference call or the application will not be considered for funding. Applicants will receive important information about ICJI’s funding priorities for 2011 including topics such as basic application tips, overview of the application and instructions, provide technical assistance in areas such as grant administration, program reporting, financial reporting and will be applicable to new and veteran sub-grantees. Selection Process
The Youth Division staff of the Indiana Criminal Justice Institute will conduct an initial screening of the proposal to check for completeness of the application.  The Youth Division staff will then review each proposal and score the proposal using the following scale:

An average score is determined from each reviewer’s results, based on the criteria set forth here. Applications that score less than 75 will not be funded.  Please reference the Grant Scoring Form for additional items that will be considered when scoring each proposal.  
The Youth Subcommittee of the Board of Trustees considers recommendations from the Indiana Criminal Justice Institute Executive Staff, Youth Division Staff, and the Juvenile Justice State Advisory Group, along with information from applicants and makes recommendations to the Indiana Criminal Justice Institute Board of Trustees.  The Indiana Criminal Justice Institute Board of Trustees considers recommendations of the Youth Subcommittee to arrive at a final approval or denial of each application.

IX.
Grants & Appeals

Immediately following the actions taken by the Indiana Criminal Justice Institute Board of Trustees, and approved by the Department of Administration and the Office of Management and Budget, grant packets will be sent to the applicant agencies.

X.
Application Instructions and Deadlines

Completed Title II Formula Grant Application forms must be submitted via the JJReports@cji.IN.gov mailbox no later than 4:30pm EST on July 29, 2011.  Applications submitted past this deadline will not be considered for funding.  The Signature Packet must have original signatures in blue ink and be postmarked no later than July 29, 2011.  Also, please include three (3) complete copies of your application with the signature packet.  

XI.
Monitoring

All programs that receive funding will be monitored by the Youth Division staff using a combination of desk reviews and site visits.  Additionally, the Grant Manager will routinely review all submitted reports for timeliness and accuracy.
