The Indiana Sexual Assault Victim Advocate Standards and Certification Board is pleased to announce the availability of funds in accordance with Indiana Code 5-2-6-23.  This code establishes the Indiana Sexual Assault Victims Assistance Account to provide financial assistance to rape crisis centers in the state of Indiana.  Organizations eligible to receive funding for distribution include any statewide nonprofit sexual assault coalition that has been designated as such by the federal Centers for Disease Control Prevention under 42 U.S.C. 280 et seq.

The Indiana Sexual Victim Advocate Assault Standards and Certification Board was established in 2007 under Indiana Code 4-23-25-11 and has been given the authority to administer the account and to award the funds from the account to a statewide nonprofit sexual assault coalition organization.  Per the statute, ten percent (10%) of the funds awarded this year can be used to reimburse the nonprofit organization for program administration expenses.  The duty of the nonprofit organization will be to allocate money awarded from the account among rape crisis centers in Indiana.  For the purposes of this grant, a rape crisis center is defined as “an organization that provides a full continuum of services, including hotlines, victim advocacy, and supportive services, from the onset of need for services through the completion of healing, to victims of sexual assault.”

Eligible statewide nonprofit sexual assault coalition organizations must provide services for victims of sexual assault in Indiana.  This should include promoting awareness on victim issues, supporting the rights of victims and providing technical assistance to sexual assault services professionals and survivors.

The Indiana Sexual Assault Victims Assistance Account funds come from a Sexual Assault Victims Assistance Fee of at least $250 and not more than $1,000 that is assessed by the Indiana Courts to an individual convicted of the following offenses:  rape, criminal deviate conduct, child molesting, child exploitation, vicarious sexual gratification, child solicitation, child seduction, sexual battery and sexual misconduct with a minor as a Class A 
Or  Class B felony.  The Board will have approximately $49,000 in funds available for distribution for 2011.  The amount of funds available each year in the account is based upon the State allocation which in turn is based upon the collection of fees.
Proposals will be reviewed and a determination of the award will be made by the Indiana Sexual Assault Victim Advocate Standards and Certification Board in early 2011.

4. Provide a detailed description of the criteria and process by which the funds will be allocated to rape crisis centers.

5. List the name and contact information for the rape crisis centers that are eligible for funding distributions under the legislation.

Provide a time line that includes the target dates for distribution of the funds to the eligible rape crisis center programs and a date for submission of a Final Report to the Indiana Sexual Assault Victim Advocate Standards and Certification Board.

7. List the amount of funding requested and provide a detailed budget of administrative expenses.

8. Limit application to 5 pages, double spaced.
