Forest Education Center

The Forest Education Center, located across the
street from the office, is staffed by a full-time
Naturalist, and houses several displays and hands-

on activities for kids and adults alike. Programs are

offered on weekends, and schedules for said programs
can be found posted throughout the property, at the
gatehouse(s), office, and Forest Education Center. Oper-
ating hours for the Forest Education Center are 8:00am-
3:00pm Wednesday and 12:00pm-6:00pm Thursday
through Sunday. The Center is closed on Monday &

Campground Information

Deam Lake SRA is home to both a Class “A” camp-
ground, and a Class “A” horse campground, each with
unique rules, policies, and regulations. Check-In/Check-
Out times for both campgrounds is 2:00pm Monday
through Saturday, and 5:00pm on Sunday.

Pets are permitted throughout the property, except in
the water (i.e. the beach). Dogs must be kept on a leash
with a maximum length of éfeet at all times, except when

inside a tent or camper.
A.) Regular campground

Each site in the campground is equipped with electric,
and there is water every 200 feet. You may register at
the gatehouse(s), the office, online at www.camp.in.gov,
or on the phone at |-866-622-6746 (1-866-6CAMPIN).

B.) Horse Campground

Only campers with horses may camp in the horse
campground. There are two different kinds of sites in
this campground, “regular” sites and “lake-side” (NH)
sites. Each “regular” site comes equipped with a hitching
rail. Stalls are for use by campers in the “lake-side” sites
ONLY. Stalls cannot be purchased if you are on a

“regular” site.

“Lake-Side” sites in the horse campground come with 2
stalls included in the price, as horses ARE NOT allowed
on the actual site. If you need more than 2 stalls, you

must purchase another site, as well.

Other Campground Policies

Holiday Reservations must be at least 3 days in
length, and Weekend Reservations must be at
least 2 days in length.

All visitors (those not camping), must be off prop-
erty by | Ipm, and campers must be registered by
| Ipm to stay that night.

Bringing firewood from home is not permit-
ted. Due to the spread of the Emerald Ash Borer,
it is not permitted to bring firewood on the prop-
erty. Firewood can be purchased from the Camp

Host or at the gatehouse(s) for a fee of $5 per 10

pieces.

Hunting Policy

Licensed hunters may hunt during designated sea-
sons in the wooded area extending to the North
of the office all the way to the curve before the
campground. Hunters must remain a minimum of
300 feet from roads and rec. areas.

Beach Policies

The beach area is open from 8:00am until sun-
down.

Dogs are not permitted in the sand or water in

the beach area.
Alcohol is not permitted in the beach area.

Boat rental is available at the beach house, and
rates vary depending on the amount of time the
boat is to be rented. Please consult the beach
house/concessions clerk for prices.

There are no lifeguards on the beach, and it is
considered “Swim At Your Own Risk.”

The beach area is equipped with grills, picnic ta-
bles (which are available based on a first-come-

first-served basis), as well as two pit toilets.

Lake Policies

Boaters with the proper registration and permits
may be on the lake 24 hours a day.

Only non-motorized boats or boats with no more
than an electric trolling motor may be on the lake.

Jet-skis and other gas powered boats are strictly
prohibited.

In accordance with Indiana State Law, one life
jacket for every passenger on the boat must be

present on the boat.

Conservation Officers make regular patrols on the

lake to ensure the enforcement of these policies.
