Sec.8. (a) Theexecuive may se thetownships shae of state,
courty, andtownshiptax revenuesand federal revere sharingunds
for all categories of community sewices if thee funds are
appr@riatedfor these serices ly thetownship legslative body The
exectdive may use the® funds for both operatig and captal
expemitures.

(b) With the casentof the township legslative baly, the
exeautive may cortrad with caporationsfor hedth and community
services nat specifically provided by arother govenmental ertity.

(c) The excutive may cortract with aprivateperson to pravide
regular a emergencyanbularce senice within the township. The
contractmay provide for theimpositionandcolledion o feesfor
this serice.

(d) The township legidative body may adopt a resolution to
provide far the impasition ard cdlection of feesfor anbulane
seavicesprovided by the township pdiceor fire department.

If theexeautivecontrols any moneythatis notincludedin
a paticular fund, then the exeautive shall state all the fads
conceming that money in the report.

The new executive shall
then issue a @l for a gpecia meeting d the township legislative
body, to be held not rare than fifteen (15) dayater. At the pecial
meding the legislative body shal:

(1) examine thre recads d thetownship;

(2) inquire into thecorductof the executive's office and

(3) aprowe in whde or in pat the records,receigs, ad
expemituresof thetownshipto thedate ofdeathor resignation
of theformer executie.

(b) In hisannud report to thelegislative ody, the new executive
shall distinguish betweenhis transactios andthoseof the former
exective.The legslative baly neel not,at its aanud meetingunder
IC 36-6-6-9, review items inthe reprt tha were cmsideredat the
specia meeting.

The sunmons
is returrable rot lessthanten (10) days fromits date ofissue.

(b) Immediatelyfollowing thereturn date set oointhe sunmons,
the ciraiit court shall hdd a hearingon the matter allegd inthe
petition. Afterheaingtheevidenceand bengfully advised, thecourt
shall enteritsfindings and judgment.

(c) If the court finds the executive incapable of performing the
dutiesof office, the clek of the court dall cetify a copy of the
judgment tothecourty executie, whichshall, within five (5)days,
appont a resident of the township as ating executive of the
townshipduringtheincapady of the executiwe.

(d) The a&ting executive shall execute and file a bondin an
amountfixed by thecourty audtor. After taking the oath of office
the ating executive ha allthe pwers andduties ofthe executive.



(e) The acting executive is entitled to the sdary andbendits
providedby thisarticle forthe excutive.

(f) When an ircapacitéed executive files a peition with the
circuit court of the county dlegng that the exeautive is regored to
mertal or physicd ability to perform the dutiesof office the court
shall immediately hold a hearing on the matters aleged. After
hearing the evidenceand being fully advised thecout shdl enterits
findings and judgmert.

(g) If thecourtfindstheexective capalte of resuming duties,the
clerk of the court shdl certify acopy of the judgmert to the county
exective, whichshall, within five (5)days, revoke theappantment
of theactingexecutive.
